ECC Says STOP! to sexual harassment, violence and discrimination
Over the past year there has been a lot of coverage in the media about
sexual harassment, including sexual harassment in education. At East
Coast College and Lowestoft Sixth Form, we want to ensure that everyone
feels safe. As part of this we have been talking to our students to find out
what their worries around this matter are, how we can support them to
report concerns and what we can do to prevent sexual harassment. We
recognise that anyone can be a victim, regardless of age, gender, identity
or sexuality. When we talk about sexual harassment, we mean ‘unwanted
behaviour of a sexual nature that makes you feel distressed, intimidated or
humiliated’ and that this can include jokes, ‘banter’ or someone sharing
sexual images with you which you do not want to see. We are also working
closely with partner agencies to provide information and support to all of
our students.
